The organisers of the exhibition will reserve the right to edit the text to fit in the template  and also to correct any obvious mistakes in grammar and spelling. 
Time frame for the exhibition guide:

April 10: deadline for submitting the description to liv.karen.johannessen@telemed.no
April 14: all edited descriptions will be returned to the exhibitors for approval

April 18: deadline for approving changes made to the descriptions.  If we haven’t received an approval by that date, we will consider the changes to be approved.

Please note that the deadline for the submission of the description is postponed by a week; to April 10.
